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Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, and Transgender Pride Month is celebrated to commemorate the
contributions of gays, lesbians, bisexual, and transgender people in the United States and
around the world. On June 11, 1999, President William J. Clinton issued a presidential
proclamation designating June as Gay and Lesbian Pride Month to mark the thirtieth
anniversary of the Stonewall Uprising in New York City the night of June 27, 1969. Themes are
selected each year by various organizations including the Library of Congress. The theme
chosen by Hampton Roads Pride for the 2013 Out in the Park event is “25 Years of Pride.”

The last Sunday in June is celebrated as Gay Pride Day. In 1994, a coalition of education-based
organizations in the United States designated October as LGBT History Month. The 11" of
October is recognized internationally as National Coming Out Day, an awareness day that
originated in 1988 in the United States for coming out and discussions for and about lesbian,
gay, bisexual, and transgender people.

Prayers for Bobby (2010)

Sigourney Weaver stars in this emotional true story about a 1970s religious
suburban housewife and mother who struggles to accept her young son Bobby
being gay. What happens to Bobby is tragic and causes Mary to question her
faith; ultimately this mom changes her views in ways she never could have
imagined her views in ways that she never could have imagined.

What Happens Next (2012) (Rated R)

After rich businessman Paul Greco retires early, his imperious sister Elise tries
to get him to settle down with the woman of her choosing. But Paul seems
more interested in developing his friendship with Andy, a charming young man
he meets at a dog park.

This vivid, dynamic Southern coming of age drama, takes place in the
transitional space between high school and college, when life seems to be all
guestions and no answers.

Examines the life of Bayard Rustin, one of the first “freedom riders,” an adviser to Dr. Martin
Luther King, Jr. and A. Philip Randolph, and an organizer of the 1963 March on Washington.
However, Rustin was forced to play a background role in landmark civil rights events because of
his homosexuality.
